
1	 Pray that President Biden will experience an 
authentic relationship with Christ, humble him-
self each day, and avail himself of the Lord’s help 
in facing daily challenges (2 Chronicles 32:8).

2	 Pray that the Lord will give President Biden 
godly wisdom in nominating Supreme Court and 
federal judges. Pray that these judges will be 
individuals who make decisions based not only 
on the Constitution of the United States, but 
also on the Word of God (Exodus 18:16, 21-22).

3	 Pray that President Biden and his administration 
will be men and women of integrity in both their 
private and public lives (Philippians 2:15).

4	 Pray that President Biden will demonstrate kind-
ness and speak truth to all with whom he interacts 
on a daily basis (Proverbs 3:3-4; 16:6-7).

5	 Pray that President Biden will model that his 
relationship with his wife, Jill, is a priority even in 
the midst of the daily demands on his schedule 
(Ephesians 5:25; 1 Peter 3:7).

6	 Pray that God will clothe President Biden with wis-
dom, endow him with understanding, and grant him 
discernment (Daniel 1:4, 17; James 3:13-18).

7	 Pray that God will enable President Biden 
to be a unifying influence in areas of dis-
agreement in the Congress, as well as on the 
national scene (James 3:18; Psalm 133:1).

8	 Pray that God will unite the nation behind our 
President when he makes decisions that honor 
God (Ephesians 4:2-3).

9	 Pray that God will use the President in restoring 
respect, law, and order to the United States, 
especially as it relates to our first responders and 
all of our civil service agents (Romans 13:1-5).

10	 Pray that our President will be filled with wisdom 
from above so he can lead us to be a people who 
live righteously (Titus 2:11-12; Proverbs 14:34).

11	 Pray that the presidential family will model 
integrity, purity, and humility in the midst of high 
visibility (Psalm 15:1-2; Proverbs 10:9).

12	 Pray that our President will promote laws that 
enable God’s people to lead quiet and peaceful lives 
in all godliness and honesty (1 Timothy 2:2; 6:11).

13	 Pray that President Biden will exercise discern-
ment between good and evil (1 Kings 3:9).

14	 Pray that President Biden will lead the way 
in protecting and upholding the value of the 
unborn, newborn, elderly, and others who are 
unable to care for themselves (Psalm 82:4).

16	 Pray for physical, mental, and spiritual strength 
for the President as he seeks to serve our 
country as a steward under God’s sovereign 
authority (Romans 13:1-4; 1 Timothy 2:1-2).

17	 Pray for physical protection for President Biden, 
his family, and his administration as he serves 
in the highest office in our land (Psalm 41:1-3; 
Ecclesiastes 7:12; 2 Thessalonians 3:1-3).

18	 Pray that the President will humble himself 
under the mighty hand of God, especially when 
pressures mount and the voices of ungodly 
opposition challenge him (James 4:6, 10).

19	 Pray that our President will enact policies and 
encourage laws that protect the traditional 
family, empower parents, and uphold a biblical 
standard of righteousness for the home (Genesis 
2:21-24; Romans 7:2; Ephesians 6:1-4).

20	Pray that President Biden will seek and walk in 
the will of God on a daily basis, and that every 
work he begins will be done with all his heart. 
Pray that in the Lord he will prosper (2 Chronicles 
31:21; Colossians 3:23).

21	Pray that President Biden will exemplify a spirit 
of meekness as he addresses crucial issues 
from day to day (Matthew 5:5).

22	Pray that the President will respect the place of 
Judeo-Christian values in our society (Romans 
3:1-2; 9:3-5; Proverbs 14:34).

23	Pray that President Biden will have wisdom and 
discernment on how to apply Scripture to our
